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Groundfish Programmatic Workplan

At its February 2019 meeting, the Council conducted a comprehensive review of its Programmatic
Groundfish Management Policy (Policy), highlighting Council activities in calendar year 2018 that
continue to fulfill the Priorities and Objectives established in the Policy. As determined by the Council in
February 2019, comprehensive review of the Policy is conducted on a three-year cycle in order to
accommodate the multi-year lifespan of major Council actions. The next 3-year comprehensive review
will be conducted at the Council’s February 2022 meeting.

Annual Policy review is distinguished from comprehensive review, and is a requirement under the GOA
and BSAI Groundfish FMPs. The Programmatic Workplan facilitates annual review through its tracking

and presentation of Council actions relative to Policy Objectives and through ongoing updates and
availability at each Council meeting.

Provided in tabular form below is a two-meeting snapshot of the Programmatic Workplan for 2019,
listing only Council actions related to the Groundfish FMPs for the current and previous Council
meetings. Groundfish Management Objectives were intended to support decision-making under the
Groundfish FMPs, and although the Policy’s EBFM approach is reflected in actions outside of the
Groundfish FMPs, those other actions are not included in this table. This and prior versions of the two-
meeting table are available on the Council website: (www.npfmc.org).
