Groundfish Fisheries

The Alaskan domestic groundfish catch thru the end of July was over 180

million pounds (81798.4 metric tons). Into August, domestic cod landings and

5 Joint Ventures continued to operate near the Aleutian Islands and Alaska Peninsula
areas. Up to 11 foreign processors and 15 domestic vessels participated in

the groundfish harvest. Minor groundfish landings in most of the Gulf of Alaska

and depressed sablefish landings for late summer in Southeast added some to the
total landings.

A final 1980 domestic catch has been tabulated for Alaska, totalling 97,992,000
pounds (44448.9 metric tons). Eighty-seven percent of this catch was from the

Bering Sea/Aleutian Islands area, and 22.4 percent of the total catch was taken
by domestic operations other than Joint Ventures.

Salmon

Southeast Alaskan troll salmon harvest for kings in outside(éié;;>waters was
reopened and continued through September 20. Prior to the reopening on September
13, the king harvest was estimated at the lower end of the guideline harvest of
272,000. No estimate on the final king catch has been made, but the final

open period for kings occured during a period of heavy winds and rains in
Southeast. The traditional winter troll fishery for kings inside the surf line
waters of Alaska will open on October 1. Seasonal cumulative salmon landings

for Southeast through August neared 18.6 million fish; 86 percent pinks, 4 per-
cent cohos, 5 percent sockeye, 3 percent chums, and 2 percent kings.

Bristol Bay produced 27.7 million salmon in 1981, second only to the 28.1
million landed in 1980. Record landings of king, chum, sockeye, and coho salmon
were recorded. Additional salmon landings for inside Alaskan waters are given
in the attached table. These preliminary summaries will be finalized in reports
for the December Board of Fisheries and NPFMC meetings.

Shel1fish

A11 shell1fish landings for Alaska are given in the attached Preliminary Shellfish
Statistics thru July. Opilio Tanner crab fishing was closed on September 1.

The Westward king crab fishery opened September 15 from the Kodiak area west-
ward. Population assessment surveys indicate harvest guidelines and projected
harvest ranges as follows:
