Bering Sea and Aleutian Islands

Bering Sea Pollock

The 2023 Bering Sea pollock TAC is 1,300,000 mt compared to 1,111,000 mt in 2022. For 2023,
NMEFS reallocated 12,600 mt of Aleut Corporation and 1,900 mt of CDQ projected unharvested
Al pollock TAC from the Aleutian Islands to the Bering Sea. Over the next few weeks, fishing is
finishing for the A season. The 2023 catch is about 56,000 mt higher relative to the same time in
2022 at 451,569 mt.

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For Area 610 A season, NMFS closed directed fishing January 20, 2023 because the TAC does
not support directed fishing. The pollock fleet voluntarily waited to fish pollock in Area 620
from January 20 to February 4 and in Area 630 from January 20 to February 14. In Area 620,
catch increased to over 12,000 mt/week the 2™ week of March. In Area 630, the fleet joined a
voluntary catch agreement, and fishing mostly started after March 29, 2023. In Area 640, most of
the catch was the last week of March and first week of April.
