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I. US/Russian Maritime Boundary Line (MBL) Enforcement 

The Russian pollack season was open throughout the period. To date, three incursions have been 
detected by foreign-flagged vessels, two of which were Russian-flagged. First, on June 25th

, a 
US commercial fishing vessel reported to the USCG that it had detected the GISSAR on AIS 
within the US EEZ moving at a speed of 4.5 knots. Second, on June 29th

, the USCGC 
SHERMAN detected the ZALIV ZABIY AKA by radar within the US EEZ during a period of 
poor visibility. By the time SHERMAN acquired the vessel visually, she had returned to the 
Russian EEZ. The vessels nets were in the water at the time of the visual sighting. 

The Seventeenth District attended the annual meeting of the Intergovernmental Consultative 
Committee on Fisheries in Sakhalinsk, Russia in early Sept. This bilateral meeting serves to 
facilitate discussions regarding the Comprehensive Fisheries Agreement in the Bering Sea. The 
US made a proposal to Russia to hold a special meeting to discuss a future joint scientific 
research program of trans-boundary fish stocks in the Bering Sea. Russia responded favorably, 
agreeing to hold special meeting to explore increased cooperation in this area. Russia also agreed 
to hold an enforcement intercessional meeting simultaneously with the joint scientific research 
program meeting during December or January. 

II. High Seas Drift Net Enforcement 

The USCGC JARVIS began patrolling on 03Aug with shipriders from the People's Republic of 
China's Fisheries Law Enforcement Command (FLEC) in support of the Seventeenth District's 
high seas driftnet (HSDN) enforcement mission. Air Station Kodiak conducted four HSDN patrol 
flights during the period, including a deployment to Shemya Island, AK from 06-12 September. 
There were no HSDN vessels identified by USCG surface or aircraft patrols during the period. 

To update a case reported in the previous report to the NPFMC, the North Pacific Anadromous 
Fish Commission (NP AFC) sent a letter to the government of Cambodia, reporting the illegal 
activity of the HSDN-vessel ARVID sighted by the USCG on 29April. The NPAFC requested 
that Cambodia consider taking action to prevent the vessel from engaging in activity in 
contravention of the NPAFC. The Cambodian government responded favorably, notifying the 
NPAFC that it rescinded the ARVID's Cambodian registration. 

The annual HSDN joint-operation between Canada's Department of Fisheries and Oceans (DFO) 
and the USCG began Sept. 23 rd and continued through Oct 2nd

• This operation involved aerial 
patrols by a Canada Air Force CP140 surveillance aircraft in support of surface patrols by 
USCGC JARVIS. Canada Department of National Defense and DFO each provided a liaison 
officer to District 17 to facilitate coordination with the aircraft and with DFO fisheries officers 
on board the aircraft. No HSDN activity was detected during this operation. 

III. Donut Hole 

The Central Bering Sea High Seas and vicinity continue to be areas of concern for illegal fishing 
activity. One significant case occurred during the period. The Cambodian-flajged ASADARA was 
boarded and seized by the Russian Border Guard vessel ARGAL on June 10 . The ASAD ARA, a 
fishing support vessel, was sighted by the Russian Border Guard within the Russian EEZ. The 
ASADARA immediately fled toward the Central Bering Seas High Seas with the ARGAL 
pursuing. Upon request from Russia, the USCG deployed a C-130 aircraft to locate the 
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ASADARA and assist with the pursuit. The USCG aircraft sighted the ASADARA, and reported 
the position to the ARGAL. After employing warning shots to compel the ASADARA to stop, the 
Russian Border Guard seized the vessel and escorted it back to Russia for investigation. 

This year's annual meeting of parties to the Central Bering Sea Pollock Convention is being held 
by virtual conference during the month of October. Results will be available during the next 
reporting period. 

IV. Steller Sea Lions and Critical Habitat Enforcement 

The Coast Guard continued patrols of Steller Sea Lion Critical 1 

Habitat Areas. Cutters logged 933 monitoring hours, and aircraft 
patrolled 21 hours in support of this mission. There were 08 
suspected violations by 5 vessels for failure to observe the No­
Transit Zones. The fishing violations were found through routine 
review of Vessel Monitoring System records and forwarded to 
NMFS for investigation. 

V. CGDl 7 Commercial Fishing Vessel Boarding Statistics 

The following charts show boarding and fishery violation trends since 1997. Tota] violation 
numbers during the reporting period were small and consistent with previous years. During the 
reporting period, 13 significant fisheries violations were detected. Eight are listed above and 
currently being investigated by NMFS, and the remaining five include inadequate observer 
coverage, a charter vessel overage of halibut, a pleasure craft claiming to be subsistence fishing 
without a permit and over the hook limit, retention of shark fins, and permit violations (see 
Section IV above). Appendices A and B contain a list of boardings and violations for the reporting 
period.

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VI. IFQ Halibut/Sablefish At-Sea Enforcement 

The 2010 IFQ season continues without incident. There were 97 IFQ boardings during the 
reporting period. One fishing without an IFQ permit violation, one observer coverage violation, 
one IFQ permit not onboard violation, and three minor logbook violations were found in the 
course of the boardings. 

VII. CGD17 Commercial Fishing Vessel Safety/Search and Rescue Cases 

There were six voyage terminations during the reporting period, resulting from a mixture of 
violations including failure to carry an approved liferaft and insufficient firefighting equipment. 
The most common safety violations were for insufficient liferafts, expired EPIRBs, 
unserviceable Type IV throwable life rings, and expired visual distress signals. 

There were 9 SAR cases including one helo basket-hoist rescue. Summaries of the more 
significant search and rescue cases are included in Table 1. Casualties and fatalities over the last 
15 years are summarized in Figure 5.

Sector Anchorage Command Center received a call from the fishing vessel COPACETIC 
on channel 16 stating they are taking on water. The crew reported they were abandoning 
ship into their zodiac. Sector Anchorage launched CG25440 to assist. CG25440 towed 
the zodiac back to Valdez. Vessel later salva ed. Case Closed. 
Sector Anchorage Command Center received a call via VHF radio channel 16 from the 
vessel Shadow Line reporting the vessel John Henry, a 34 foot white hull with blue trim 
gilnetter, was taking on water in central Cook Inlet. Sector Anchorage Command Center 
launched R6013 and diverted R1790. Upon arriving on scene the John Henry stated they 
had corrected the issue and would be able to head to Homer without any problems.

SECANC maintained a 1 hr comm sked, with a ETA of 3.5 hrs to 
Kodiak. FN AQUARIUS arrived in Kodiak where local EMS transported the patient to the 
hos ital. No further Coast Guard assistance. Case Closed. 
SCC Juneau received a MAYDAY over channel 16 from the FV EMILY JANE with 3 POB 
taking on water near Petersburg.

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VIII. CGDl 7 Resource Summary 

Figures 6 and 7 show the historical and projected annual HC-130 aircraft law enforcement hours 
and Medium and High Endurance Cutter days that are remaining and expended for the year. Total 
projected major cutter days are expected to increase slightly from last year. Flight hours for HC-
130 aircraft are expected to remain constant. Figures 8 and 9 feature the same infom1ation over the 
last three years for the reporting period only.
