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I. IUU Fishing & High Seas Drift Net (HSDN) Enforcement

The U.S. Coast Guard concluded Operation North Pacific Guard (NPG) 2022 including FF/VV
boardings on the High Seas under North Pacific Fisheries Commission (NPFC) and Western and
Central Pacific Fisheries Commission (WCPFC) authorities. There were no detected HSDN
fishing activities during this period. The Coast Guard conducted 11 FF/V boardings, finding five
violations; two of which were considered to be potentially serious violations. There were seven
PRC fishing vessels that refused a boarding, which resulted in a potential serious violation for all
seven vessels. NPFC Conservation and Management Measures require fishing vessels operating
under the RFMO to accept boardings from an authorized inspection vessel. A total of two U.S.
Coast Guard C-130 deployments to Misawa, Japan yielded six flights that spotted several
potential violations.

Il. U.S./Russian Maritime Boundary Line (MBL) Enforcement

Following an increase of FF/V activity in the vicinity of the MBL earlier in May, the Russian
F/V IKHTIOLOG committed a total of nine incursions into the U.S. EEZ between 31 May and
03 June. Based on the vessel’s course, speed, and duration inside the U.S. EEZ, it was assessed
that this vessel was fishing in U.S. waters. As a result, the U.S. Coast Guard increased surface
and air presence along the MBL to deter future incursions, including several C-130 flights and
CGC BERTHOLF patrolling the MBL and issuing the vessel warnings over VHF radio. The
Russian Border Guard investigated our report and fined the owner of the vessel for failing to
notify the Russian Federation of an MBL crossing. Since these incursions by F/V IKHTIOLOG,
the U.S. Coast Guard has not detected any other incursions along the U.S.-Russian MBL.

I11. U.S./Canadian EEZ Boundary (Dixon Entrance) Enforcement

There was light fishing activity during the reporting period along the U.S.-Canadian EEZ boundary
in the vicinity of Dixon Entrance. All Canadian fishing vessels sighted were south of the A-B line
and no incursions into U.S. waters were detected.

IVV. Marine Protected Resources and Critical Habitat Enforcement

The Coast Guard monitors 151 critical habitat areas around Alaska each month as part of routine
cutter and aircraft patrol activity. During the period from June to September 2022, Air Station
Kodiak conducted three Copper River Marine Mammal Survey flights from FOL Cordova and
five Marine Mammal Survey flights from Kodiak in support of NOAA Protected Resources
Division (PRD). FOL Kotzebue conducted four flights with NOAA personnel out of Nome for
the Whale and Walrus Survey Initiative (WWSI) to identify deceased marine mammals in
support of the Gray Whale and Ice Seal Unusual Mortality Events (UME). The NOAA
Administrator accompanied one of the WWSI flights. During a separate WWSI flight, NOAA
personnel also collected seawater samples and samples of multiple dead walruses to help alert
communities to any algal blooms and their potentially deadly biotoxins. Air Station Sitka
conducted an emergent Marine Mammal Survey flight for a reported dead Stellar Sea Lion
entangled in fishing gear on shore in support of NOAA PRD. NOAA personnel were onboard
and conducted a necropsy of the animal.
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V. Commercial Fishing Vessel Boarding Statistics

There were 400 federal fisheries boardings conducted by the U.S. Coast Guard during the
reporting period. These boardings resulted in a total of nine fisheries violations onboard nine
vessels. Figures 1 and 2 show the historic trends for boardings and violations. Appendices B and
C list the boardings that occurred during the reporting period.

V1. Halibut and Sablefish Enforcement

Coast Guard patrols completed 384 boardings on commercial, charter, and recreational vessels
targeting halibut and sablefish during the reporting period. 31 boardings were of IFQ halibut or
sablefish vessels, resulting in five fisheries violations on five vessels. 106 boardings were of
Charter halibut vessel, resulting in two fisheries violations. 247 boardings were of recreational
halibut vessels targeting halibut, resulting in no federal fisheries violations observed.

VII1. Forward Operating Locations

Air Station Kodiak deployed one MH-60 and/or one MH-65 to Cordova for Gulf of
Alaska/Prince William Sound SAR coverage and law enforcement throughout the reporting
period until 27 September. On 20 July, FOL Kotzebue deployed two MH-60s for SAR coverage,
and anticipates having the two helicopters return to Air Station Kodiak on 13 October.
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VI1II. Commercial Fishing Vessel Safety/Search and Rescue Cases

During the reporting period, the U.S. Coast Guard detected 19 safety violations on 13 vessels. A
comprehensive list of violations can be found in Appendix B.

There were 45 search and rescue (SAR) cases involving fishing vessels in U.S. waters, resulting
in 12 lives saved, one life lost, and two vessels lost during the reporting period. Appendix A
provides a comprehensive list of SAR cases involving fishing vessels over the reporting period.
