United States exercises fishery management authority in the 3-
200 nautical mile exclusive economic zone of the BSAI and GOA
management areas under the authority of the Magnuson-Stevens
Fishery Conservation and Management Act, 16 U.S.C. 1801, et
seq.; and implementing regulations at 50 CFR Part 679. The
permit holder must comply with the provisions of the Prohibited
Species Donation Program at § 679.26. A list of all vessels and
processors participating in the Prohibited Species Donation
Program is attached. This permit is valid until July 8, 2014
unless terminated or modified earlier by regulatory action
pursuant to 50 CFR Part 679, or revocation, suspension, or
modification pursuant to 15 CFR part 904.
