Dear Members of the North Pacific Fishery Management Council, 

On behalf of the Marine Conservation Institute, I would like to strongly support the proposal to protect 
the canyons of the Bering Sea region. A representative network of marine protected areas is one of the 
tangible steps management authorities can take to safeguard marine life and habitats for us and future 
generations. · 

The Bering Sea region is an abundant and important commercial fishing region, yet under tremendous 
pressure and subject to unknown future changes from climate change and ocean acidification. Protecting 
areas within this region is an important insurance policy for unknown future change as well as a buffer 
for current management. 

MP As, and especially no-take marine reserves, are effective tools for recovering and maintaining marine 
life. They have been advocated by marine scientists for over a decade. I am attaching here a consensus 
statement signed by over 1600 marine scientists that our organization, The Marine Conservation Institute 
(then Marine Conservation Biology Institute) first brought forward 15 years ago. These scientists 
recommend that 20% of every nation's EEZs be protected (http://mcbl.marine-conservation.org/publications 
/pub pdfs/TroubledWaters.pdf). 

Since that time the science has dramatically increased in. its breadth and quality is remarkably consistent 
- MPAs work. Partial protection as well as complete no-take areas provide benefits to targeted species 
especially, both inside the protected area and outside. While much harder to study, "spill over" has now 
been documented in many places around the world. 

While the NPFMC has for a longtime adopted various spatial measures for managing fisheries, MP As rise 
to a different level of protection. For one thing they are permanent, not subject to reopening when 
conditions get worse somewhere else and access is needed to the "savings account." Second they develop 
spatially explicitly management plans for the resources involving many sectors of civil society. And 
finally they provide on-site management for the region, providing new employment opportunities for the 
communities that interact with the MPA 

As the NP FMC considers protecting the Pribilof and Zhemchug Canyons of the Bering Sea they are taking 
a very proactive step for the future of the people of the Pribilof Islands and Alaska, one in which the vast 
riches are seen as more than resources for extraction, but an ecosystem that can support people and 
communities sustainably well into the future.

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TROUBLED WATERS: A CALL FOR ACTION 
1'/e, the undersigned marine scientists and conservation biologists, call upon the world's citizens and 

governments to recognize that the living sea is in trouble and to take decisive action. We must act quickly to 
stop further severe, irreversible damage to the sea's biological diversity and integrity. 

Marine ecosystems are home to many phyla that live nowhere else. As vital components of our planet's life 
support systems, they protect shorelines from flooding, break down wastes, moderate climate and maintain a 
breathable atmosphere. Marine species provide a livelihood for millions of people, food, medicines, raw 
materials and recreation for bil1ions, and are intrinsically important. 

Life in the world's estuaries, coastal waters, enclosed seas and oceans is increasin.gly threatened by: 
I) overexploitation of species, 2) physical alteration of ecosystems, 3) pollution, 4) introduction of alien 
species, and 5) global atmospheric change. Scientists have documented the extinction of marine·species, 
disappearance of ecosystems and loss of resources worth billions of dollars. Overfishing has eliminated all but a 
handful of California's white abalones. Swordfish fisheries have collapsed as more boats armed with better 
technology chase ever fewer fish. Northern right whales have not recovered six decades after their exploitation 
supposedly ceased. Stel1er sea lion populations have dwindled as fishing for their food has intensified. Cyanide 
and dynamite fishing are destroying the world's richest coral reefs. Bottom trawling is scouring continental shelf 
seabeds from the poles to the tropics. Mangrove forests are vanishing. Logging and farming on hillsides are 
exposing soils to rains that wash silt into the sea, killing kelps and reef corals. Nutrients from sewage and toxic 
chemicals from industry are overnourishing and poisoning estuaries, coastal waters and enclosed seas. Millions 
of seabirds have been oiled, drowned by longlines, and deprived of nesting beaches by development and nest­
robbing cats and rats. Alien species introduced intentionally or as stowaways in ships' ballast tanks have 
become dominant species in marine ecosystems around the world. Reef corals are succumbing to diseases or 
undergoing mass bleaching in many places. There is no doubt that the sea's biological diversity and integrity are 
in trouble. 

To reverse this trend and avert even more widespread harm to marine species and ecosystems, we urge 
citizens and governments worldwide to take the following five steps: 

l) Identify and provide effective protection to all populations of marine species that are significantly depleted or 
declining, take all measures necessary to allow their recovery, minimize bycatch, end all subsidies that 
encourage overfishing and ensure that use of marine species is sustainable in perpetuity. 

2) Increase the number and effectiveness of marine protected areas so that 20% of Exclusive Economic Zones 
and the High Seas are protected from threats by the Year 2020. 

3) Ameliorate or stop fishing methods that undermine sustainability by harming the habitats of economically 
valuable marine species and the species they use for food and shelter. 

4) Stop physical alteration of terrestrial, freshwater and marine ecosystems that harms the sea, minimize 
pollution discharged at s,ea or entering the sea from the land, curtail introduction of alien marine species and 
prevent further atmospheric changes that threaten marine species and ecosystems. 

5) Provide sufficient resources to encourage natural and social scientists to undertake marine conservation 
biology research needed to protect, restore and sustainably use life in the sea. · 

Nothing happening on Earth threatens our security more than the destruction of our living systems. The 
situation is so serious that leaders and citizens cannot afford to wait even a decade to make major progress 
toward these goals. To maintain, restore and sustainably use the sea's biological diversity and the essential 
products and services that it provides, we must act now.

Dear Mr. Olson, 

The Marine Conservation Alliance (MCA) appreciates the opportunity to 
comment on Agenda Item C. 7, Bering Sea Canyons. First and foremost we 
would like to express our thanks to Alaska Fisheries Science Center (AFSC) 
staff and Council staff for producing the two recent reports on Bering Sea 
canyons. The model produced by AFSC staff appears to be a significant 
contribution that enhances our understanding of the Bering Sea. 

MCA's purpose is to seek science-based, practical solutions to marine resource 
issues and it is through this lens that we approach the topic of Bering Sea 
canyons. As you know, MCA's members have made multi-million dollar 
investments into the North Pacific fishing industry and these investments only 
make sense if the ecosystem continues to be extraordinarily productive, as it is 
today. 

1. Summary Recommendations 
MCA recommends that the Council draft a letter to the Deep Sea Coral 
Research and Technology program which requests that research be conducted to 
validate the coral abundance predictions as shown in the recently completed 
paper from the AFSC. We envision the validation of model results as the first 
of potentially three steps that would begin with model validation, proceed with 
filling in information of fi shing effects on corals, and would finish with a 
cooperative research effort intended to develop techniques, technologies, and 
practices for avoiding coral if the information indicates doing so is necessary. 

2. Key Findings 
The AFSC document that was recently completed has advanced our understanding of the Bering 
Sea and the role that those canyons play within the Bering Sea ecosystem. The model which 
underpins the AFSC draft document has provided us with several significant findings, including: 

I. The Bering Sea canyons are not biologically unique 



2. The canyons do display some different physical characteristics, such as higher 
turbidity, lower oxygen, and lower Ph 

3. Coral, sponge and fish species are not uniquely associated with the canyons. The _,, 

major variables which tend to structure fish and invertebrate communities appear 
to be depth and latitude rather than canyons 

4. The abundance of structure forming invertebrates is spread out heterogeneously 
along the outer shelf and slope, differing in terms of species and abundance. 

3. A Multi-Step Process which utilizes the Deep Sea Coral Research and Technology 
Program would be Appropriate 

Based on the findings in the AFSC paper, it appears that the canyons themselves may not meet 
the bar for EFH-related protections. The finding that depth and latitude are the major variables 
structuring fish and invertebrate communities (rather than canyons) means that canyons do not 
appear to be a more significant habitat for managed species than the rest of the shelf/slope break. 

What is of interest from the AFSC paper is the finding that structure forming invertebrates (SFI) 
in the Bering Sea are heterogeneously distributed, both in terms of abundance and in terms of the 
type of species found across the Bering Sea slope and outer shelf. MCA believes that corals 
deserve to be considered for conservation at some level t, regardless of whether or not corals in 
the Bering Sea serve as habitat for managed species. However, it is unrealistic to require fishing 
activities to occur in areas completely outside of coral habitat. As such, MCA feels that the most 
reasonable long-term policy question to ask is ''what level of impact necessitates Council action 
for the protection of corals?" In order to resolve this question we believe several questions need 
to be addressed first to fill gaps in available information: ~ 

1) Are the model predictions of coral abundance accurate? 
2) Is existing fishing activity causing- or likely to cause- an unacceptable level of harm to 

corals in the Bering Sea? 
3) If so, what can be done to develop techniques, practices, or management measures to 

provide sufficient protection and conservation? 

To answer these questions, we believe the best legal guidance is contained in the Deep Sea Coral 
Research and Technology Program (DSCRTP) which is specified in Section 408 of the 
Magnuson-Stevens Fishery Conservation and Management Act. MCA believes the intent of 
what is spelled out in the MSA regarding this program is highly relevant to the issue before us 
here. This program incorporates - in our view - three main approaches for coral research and 
management: 

1) Locate and monitor areas where coral are found and submit that information to the 
Council 

2) Conduct research - including cooperative research with the fishing industry - on corals 
and survey methods 

3) Work with the industry to develop technologies and methods to reduce interactions 
between fishing activity and coral 
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With these principles in mind, we envision three steps in a process for moving forward on this 
issue as described below. 

Step 1: Model Validation to More Accurately Characterize Bering Sea Coral Presence 
The existing model appears to need some validation. The AFSC document itself describes some 
inconsistencies between known areas of SFI abundance and model predictions. Validating the 
model would provide important information to validate the presence and absence of coral at a 
level of refinement that is a better match to actual fishing practices. This validation exercise 
could provide further information regarding the size of corals, fish associations with corals, and 
any damage that might exist from fishing activities. Validation may also help identify which 
areas with corals are higher priorities for any trailing actions that may follow. 

Step 2: Fill Information Gaps Concerning Fishing Effects on Bering Sea Coral 
One of the largest questions before us concerns the actual effect of fishing activities on SFI in the 
Bering Sea. Results from Miller (2012) indicate that, of all the frames analyzed from that 
research, approximately 0.2% of them showed any effect of fishing. This statistic does not seem 
to indicate a large proportion of the area is affected by fishing, however, the information is 
sparse and additional advancement in information on this topic would be worthwhile. 

Step 3: Develop Techniques. Technologies. and Practices to Minimize Fishing Effects on Corals 
If the research does indicate that fishing activities are having an effect on corals that is deemed 
substantially adverse, then the third step in this process would be the development of a 
cooperative working relationship between the DSCRTP and the fishing industry with the goal of 
developing techniques, technologies, and practices to reduce those adverse effects. 

4. Rationale for the Three Step DSCRTP Process 
We have in front ofus draft analysis from the AFSC and NPFMC staff. The question at this 
point is whether there is justification for moving forward with further process. The AFSC 
document has provided some valuable information regarding SFI abundance in the Bering Sea 
and we believe that this information is significant enough to justify another step forward in the 
exploration of this matter. It would be appropriate at this stage to engage in further research to 
validate the model's predictions, as the AFSC document itself points out several inconsistencies, 
including: 

• On page 23 and 24 of the report: "We predicted sea whip habitat primarily for outer shelf 
habitat adjacent to Zhemcug but not Pribilof Canyon. Miller et al (2012) found more sea 
whips in Pribilof than Zhemchug" 

• Page 24 of the report: "Brodeur (2001) found sea whips in the western wing of Pribilof 
Canyon but we predicted none there." 

We envision this research as having the goal of validating the model's predictions of coral 
presence, in addition to providing information on coral height, fish associations, and fishing gear 
interactions. We envision this research consisting of "camera drops" from a vessel. We 
understand the technology exists to do so, and that AFSC staff are familiar with this type of 
work. Once processed, this information would be used to provide the Council with refined 
information regarding coral presence and their characteristics. 
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An important part of this exercise is the development of information which illustrates the effect 
of fishing on SFI in the Bering Sea. Existing information is lacking on this topic and moving 
forward based on the current amount of knowledge we have in hand seems premature. At the 
same time, what we do have in hand indicates that fishing effects are relatively low. For 
example, the Miller et al (2012) study found that- in all of the frames analyzed for that study­
approximately 0.2% of them found any effect of fishing. What this indicates is that there does 
not appear to be any emergency justifying a precautionary action to close areas at this stage 
while the research on fishing effects unfolds. Instead, maintaining existing fishing management 
regulations while this research is done would seem highly reasonable. 

The approach of using the cooperative research provisions of the DSCR TP appears to make 
sense based on the characteristics of the coral found in these areas. Available information 
indicates that they appear to be relatively small and dispersed - features which we believe lend 
themselves to things like gear modifications for instance. If the corals were large and densely 
aggregated, the appropriate tool might be area closures. However, large corals in dense 
aggregations do not appear to be defining characteristics in this case and therefore the use of 
cooperative research appears to be reasonable. 

Finally, we are aware that this research will almost certainly necessitate a reprioritization of 
existing funds, or the acquisition of additional funds. We understand that the DSCRTP has 
dedicated funds for deep sea coral research and we would be interested to know if those funds 
could be programmed for the research we have envisioned above. In the event it could not, and 
in the event other NOAA funds cannot be re-programmed, we believe several sources of outside 
funding for this research would make the steps outlined above possible. External funding sources 
include entities such as the NPRB, the Bycatch Reduction Engineering Program and related 
grants, NOAA cooperative research funding, and the foundations which have been established by 
the fishing industry over the past several years - many of which are actively involved in 
cooperative research. We would be interested in meeting with representatives from the DSCR TP 
to help determine the best course of action for acquiring funding for this research and for 
ascertaining whether the industry can assist in designing and carrying out this research.

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A RESOLUTION FOR INCREASED PROTECTIONS 
PRIBILOF CANYON-BERING SEA 

Resolution No. 2013-05 

WHER EAS; the Pribilof Island Community of St. George Island is uniquely situated in close 
proximity to the Pribilof Canyon, located approximately 25 miles South of St. George Island, on 
the shelf break of the continental shelf often referred to as the "Greenbelt" and recognized as 
one of the world's richest fishing grounds, and 

WHEREAS; the U.S. Government achieved one of its first great conservation milestones with the 
Fur Seal Treaty of 1911, protecting a biodiversity hotspot extending 60 miles around the Pribilof 
Islands-the Pribilof Domain-known among biologists as the Galapagos of the North, and 

WHER EAS; this ce ntury old legacy is in jeopardy with the endangered fur seal population 
plummeting at a reported 6% per year bringing the fur seal population to its lowest numbers in 
recorded history as well as the migratory sea birds who all depend on the volcanic islands and 
the marine life teaming in the surrounding waters, and 

WHEREAS; the United States Government managed the Pribilof Aleuts and the Islands' fisheries 
resources, particularly the fur seals, together and with recognition of their interdependence, 
within the 60-mile sphere of influence around the Islands, the interests of the fur sea l fisheries 
and the Pribilof Aleuts have always been, an d continue to be paramount, and 

WHEREAS; the Community rights arise under federal law, and are thus "applicable law" within 
the meaning of the Magnuson-Stevens Act, congress has carefully preserved these rights and 
has directed the Secretary to do so as well in implementing the statutes applicable to the 
Pribilof Islands, and 

WHEREAS; the Aleut People of St. George Island have always considered it their inherent 
responsibil ity to protect the fur seal and sea bird populations and believe th at the severe 
declines in the animal populations is partially due to food stress and availability of forage 
species of fish, and 

WHEREAS; it is well known that the heavy trawl and fishing activity in and around Pribilof 
Canyon is partially responsible for the decline in forage species and has a significant impact on 
by-catch of prohibited species such as halibut and pacific cod causing the severe decline in 
subsistence availability to the people and animals of St. George, and 



WHEREAS; t he Aleut People of St. George are hanging in t he balance because of t his significant 
activit y in and around the Pribi lof Ca nyon and our ancestors and their descendants once 
depended on t he fur sea l trade only to be told they would be fishermen in a new era. Our 
people have faced a century of broken promises, internment under Franklin Roosevelt and 
economic hardships, and 

WHEREAS; what is clear is that it is t ime to step up protections in the Pribilof Canyon and the 
waters near St. George Island and give the native species of animals and the Aleut People of St. 
George t hat depend on t he animals and fish a chance to recover, and 

WHEREAS; it is the consensus of t he St. George City Council that the Pribilof Ca nyon is being 
overfished as evidenced by the decline in subsistence fish availability near t he island and the 
declines in the fur sea l and sea bird populations. That it is necessary now to protect the health 
of the Pribilof Canyon. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED; That the City Council, Cit y of St. George, req uests t hat the 
North Pacific Fisheries Management Council, pursuant to the Magnuson- Stevens Fisheries 
Conservation and Management Act , take steps to ensure, not on ly the recovery of the Northern 
Fur Seal and Marine Sea Birds, but importantly, t he health and cultural survival of the people 
inhabiting St. George Island by implement ing protective and conservation measures in the 
Pribi lof Ca nyon. We note that t here are six important canyons in t he Bering Sea. We urge that 
Pribilof Canyon be allowed to recover wh ich we believe will allow for the recovery of St. George 
Island and t he near shore wat ers.

Dear North Pacific Fishery Management Council: 

--~ The Bering Sea Canyons are rare features occurring along the, as yet, unprotected 
Bering Sea shelf break - a highly productive marine zone known as the Green Belt. 
Zhemchug and Pribilof Canyons are the largest underwater canyons in the world. 

As public stakeholders, we urge you make the adoption of protections for the Bering 
Sea Canyons and the fragile coral and sponge habitat within them a top priority. 
Bottom-tending fishing gear--especially trawl nets--destroys ancient corals and 
sponges that provide this essential habitat, including spawning and nursery areas 
for fish, crab, skates and other marine species. 

Despite the ecological and commercial importance of the Bering Sea shelf break 
there are currently no protected areas along this entire Green Belt. Given how little 
we understand about deep sea ecosystems or the connections between seafloor 
habitats and commercially important species, it is extremely risky not to set aside 
representative portions of the shelf break as a buffer against uncertainty. 

As prudent stewards of one of our nation's most valuable marine resources please 
lead the nation forward this June by initiating a formal process to protect our most 
sensitive habitats, including the vulnerable coral and sponge communities in 
Zhemchug and Pribilof canyons, that support the long-term productivity of our 
fisheries.
