Fishing Periods

« The Commission ADOPTED fishing periods for
2021 as provided below, thereby superseding

Section 9 of the IPHC Pacific halibut fishery
regulations:

— All commercial fishing for Pacific halibut in all IPHC

Regulatory Areas may begin no earlier than 6 March
and must cease on 7 December.

Charter Management Measures

The Commission ADOPTED charter management
measures for IPHC Regulatory Areas 2C and 3A for
2021

— IPHC Regulatory Area 2C — one-fish bag limit with size limit of less
than or equal to 50 inches or greater than or equal to 72 inches

— IPHC Regulatory Area 3A — two-fish bag limit with one fish of any
size and a second fish less than or equal to 32 inches, Wednesdays
closed to retention of Pacific halibut, one trip per vessel and one trip
per CHP per day (no annual limit). See PropB1 for additional detail.
