SUBJECT: Foreign vessel applications for joint venture and directed fisheries

ACTION REQUIRED

Review vessel applications for Japan, South Korea, USSR, Taiwan,
Spain and West Germany.

BACKGROUND

The Council has received foreign vessel permit applications from Ja an,
South Korea, USSR, Taiwan, Spain and West Germany for joint ventures and/or
directed fisheries in 1984. Council policy is to review all joint venture
permit applications, but only those directed fishing applications for vessels
having violations with penalties over $3,000 in the past year. The Council
has authorized the Executive Director to routinely approve all other permits,
except from a country that wants to fish in the Alaska FCZ for the first time.

Investigations stemming from the recent
seizure of the Japanese cargo vessel

NIKKO MARU have resulted in issuing reports
of violation for improper transfer logs to
these seven Japanese trawlers. Completed
case packages on these seven vessels are not
available at this time, however, assessed
penalties will probably exceed $3,000 each.

SOUTH KOREA - DIRECTED FISHERIES

South Korea has submitted 41 applications for vessels to participate in
directed fisheries including 23 large stern trawlers, 4 medium stern trawlers,
1 factory ship, 2 1longliners, and 11 cargo transports. All are free of
violations with penalties exceeding $3,000 except those listed below. The

amounts of groundfish being requested for directed fishing in 1984 are
tabulated in C-2(o0).

SOUTH KOREA - VIOLATIONS

NO. 215 TAE BAEK: Cited in late July for failing to return

(Trawl and JV in BSA/GOA) prohibited species in a timely manner. The
boarding party found five halibut in the
processing area some 17 hours after the last
haul-back. Penalties have not been assessed
yet, but it is anticipated that they will
exceed the threshold level of $3,000.

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MEMORANDUM OF DISCUSSIONS
CONCERNING COOPERATION BETWEEN
THE US AND JAPANESE INDUSTRY FOR 1984

Delegations of the commercial fishing industries of the United
States and Japan met in Anchorage,_Alaska, on November 4-6, 1983
to discuss the technical and economic feasibility of expanging
Japanese purchases of U.S. bottomfish and bottomfish products.
Government officials of the United States and Japan attended

the meetings as obéervers. Mr. Clement Tillion served as the
meeting chairman. The Japanese delegation was headed by Mr. Fumio
Imanaga, Managing Director of Nippon Suisan Kaisha, Ltd., and
Director of the Japan Deep Sea Trawlers Association. The United
States delegation was headed by Mr. Ronald Jensen, Chairman of
the Board of the National Fisheries Institute and President of
Sea Alaska Products. The members of the delegations are listed
in the attachments.

During the course of the meétings, the two delegations reviewed
and discussed their 1983 joint venture fishery operations and
Problems experienced in those operations. Both sides agreed
that joint venture operations would be based on these premises:
(1) economic feasibility on both sides: and
(2) consideration of technical pProblems and resource issues
and the negotiation of contract terms agreeable to the

individual parties involved.

The parties expressed their willingness and desire to participate
in the enhancement and development of the mutually beneficial
economic relationships in the fisheries field which they have
enjoyed for many years. 1In the spirit of their long history of
mutual cooperation, the parties agreed to the following goals

for future fisheries development:

l. The two delegations agreed that for calendar year 1984
Japanese over-the-side joint venture operations targeting on

Pollock and arranged on an individual company basis would be
as follows:

a) Bering Sea - 210,000 mt ,
Shelikof Strait - 120,000 mt

b) Furthermore, the U.S. side requested an additional 30,000 mt
from areas withln the fishery conservation zone where Japanese

joint ventures have not previously operated. The Japanese

- delegation stated that Japanese fishing companies will endeavor

to cooperate on an individual company basis to make such additiomal
purchases if technical, economic, resource and other factors

permit.

c) Although the Japanese delegation could not project a higher

purchase level at this time, additional purchases in excess of

the above quantities might occur, depending upon areal, operational,

resource and other factors.

d) The Japanese delegation stated that a significant level

of fishery allocations to Japan is integral to the achievement
of their joint fishery projects. The Japanese delegation
expressly conditioned its projections on full and timely release
of U.S. fishery allocations to Japan. Furthermore, in making
these projections, the two sides agreed that realization of
these projections must be pursued in good faith but recognized

that unforeseen events could prevent their achievement.

2. In addition to the above, the Japanese industry agreed to
purchase marketable bottomfish species other than pollock and
cod through joint venture fishery arrangements on an individual
company basis to the extent that such species can be purchased
under conditions which would permit commercially viable

operations on both sides.

3. The U.S. delegation raised its concern regarding current
trade policies impacting the competitiveness of the U.S. fish
products entering Japan. The Japanese side acknowledged the
U.S. concerns and members of the Japanese delegation agreed
to work toward the development of mutually beneficial trade
in U.S. processed bottomfish products. Mz2mbers of the U.S.

delegation agreed to work toward the full and timely release

(.\
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of U.S. fishery allocations to Japan.

4. The Japanese delegation agreed to purchase marketable

U.S. processed bottomfish products on an individual company
basis to the extent that such products can be offered at a

Price and quality acceptable to the Japanese market. The U.S.
delegation stated that to achieve this goal the issues in
Paragraph 3 must be addressed in good faith by the Japanese side.
The U.S. stated its target of producing 50,000 mt.

5. Members of the Japanese delegation agreed to exercise

their best efforts to maximize U.S. participation in all
segments of the bottomfish industry in the Pacific Northwest.
Members of the U.S. delegation agreed to exercise their best
efforts to maximize harvest quotas for bottomfish resources

of the U.S. fishery conservation zone to the extent consistent

with sound conservation Principles.

D. It is the intention of both delegations that this memorandum
shall in no way affect existing fishing agreements on other
species, nor result in adverse trade barriers on other species.
This agreement relates solely to aggregate projections of
purchases and sales by the fishing industries of the United
States and Japan. The two delegations agreed that this agreement

shall not restrict independent actions by any company or person.

I am writing to inform the Council that Yy Compamy-kas-sicuned a contract
with Sam Eo Moolsan Ccmpany, Ltd. of Korea for fishery "joint venture" opera-—
tions in 1984 in the U.S. fishery conservation zone within the North Pacific
Council's geographic area of responsibility. , .

The primary focus of our venture will be on the pollock and other bottom-
fish stocks found in the Shelikoff Strait in the Gulf of Alaska. These operations
will begin in February of 1984. It is our intention to catch and deliver to
Korean processing vessels a minimum of 14,000 metric tons (whole weight), and
not more than 20,000 metric tons, of pollock in the Shelikoff Strait, and. lesser
amounts of other groundfish species. .We also plan to harvest groundfish in
the Bering Sea and Aleutian Island area where we will concentrate on yellowfin
sole and cod. Overall, we plan to catch no more than 25,000 n‘etrlc tons of
fish in both areas.

Sam Ho Moolsan Company, Ltd. ‘will be providing two Korean flag fish pro-
cessing vessels for the operations—the TAERAEK #29 and the TAEBAEK HO.

1. Method of Operation. The proposed method of opéeration would
involve United States draggers delivering cod ends of pollock or
cod to the Spanish processing vessel. All would be accomplished
as an at-sea operation outside of the threermile limit in the
United States Fisheries Conservation Zone. The pollock would be
taken in Shelikof -Straits, and the cod would be taken near Dutch
Harbor and on the Bering Sea side of the Aleutian Islands.

When the processing vessel is full, it will either unload in
Mexico and then return to the fishing grounds or transfer at sea
until the allocation is filled.

2. Number and Type of Vessels.

(a) United States Vessels: Two to three United States
draggers. .

(b) Spanish Vessels: One Spanish 186-foot stern trawl-
er/processor utilizing its processing capacity to salt
the United States caught fish.

4, Geographical Area of Operation.

Pollock: Shelikof Straits, located in the Central Regulatory
Area of the Gulf of Alaska.

5. Period of Operation. The operation would begin in Januarv or
February of 1984 and continue for the remainder of 1984. It is
anticipated that the boat will take on 1,800 round metric tons
every 60-75 days. Arrangements are rapidly firming up to make
high seas transfers of fish to a freighter which will take the
product direct to Spain. The total operation could take a year to
complete. As explained at the September meeting of the NPFMC, the
current oversupply of cod on the world market would probably delay
the beginning of operations until early 1984.

6. Species and Quantity. The proposed venture will harvest
8,000 M/T (round weight) of cod and 4,000 M/T (round weight) of
pollock. The fish will be headed and gutted, split or filleted
and salted. The end market for all the fish is Spain.

7. Incidental Catch.

(a) All allowable incidental catch will be utilized.

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Nordstern America is pleased to give information on cooperation between
Nordstern and various segments of the American fishing industries.

Nordstern's catcher and processor FMS "Friedrich Busse" is entering the
fourth year of fishing operation in the Bering Sea/Aleutian area. This year,
after a three month absence from the fishing-grounds for major overhaul and

ship's classification in Germany, the vessel returned and started the fishing
operations again in the middle of May.

The opportunity to either observe the fishing and processing operations,

or to participate in a hands-on manner, was announced on several occasions and
meetings.

AT1 of the products produced onboard the "Friedrich Busse", in the main
pollock fillets, has been shipped to Europe and there sold in the company's
traditional markets in Germany and other EEC countries. The product, marketed
as "Alaskan Pollock", has found ready acceptance, and we believe that in that

fashion a new market for high grade U.S. product, heretofore unknown in Europe,
has been created.

Furthermore, container loads of Alaskan Salmon, as well as Alaska Pollock
blocks from the U.S. processor MV "Golden Alaska", were purchased for the
European market which, hopefully will be continued.

The ready acceptance of pollock, a U.S. resource vastly underutilized by
the domestic processors, has been described at various fisheries seminars and
its harvesting, processing and marketing has been communicated to various
American companies interested in entering that particular fishery.

Furthermore the performance in the operation of our vessel the "Friedrich
Busse: demonstrates how possibly the U.S. fishing industry can make progress
in planning to utilize the resources in Alaskan waters.

Nordstern America Inc. will participate in a series of work sponsored
by the University of Alaska - Fishery Industrial Technology Center - to be
held in Kodiak, Anchorage and Sitka, Alaska in November.



In addition, all of the "Friedrich Busse's" provisions, fuel and other
supplies have been purchased from American sources. Moreover, an American
supplier of packing material has been assisted at providing a product equivalent
to that formerly purchased in Europe. U.S. airlines and local hotels have been
used for crew-changes as well as local ship agents and freight-brokers for the
shipping of the finished products to Europe.

The company has on several occasions assisted U.S.-Alaska shorebased
processors in setting up and operating production lines. Furthermore, assistance
was given to different groups in purchasing floating processors and then set
up in their operating procedure. We expect this to be an ongoing process which,
if agreeable to American management, should lead to a viable U.S. processing
industry. Assistance is also given in the marketing of certain bottom-fish
products in the U.S. and Europe. €

Nordstern also intends to continue its joint ventures with U.S. fishermen,
the onboard training program in various operational phases, and is happy to
provide available space for industry and scientific observers. An over-the-side
Jjoint venture with between two to four U.S. vessels is arranged for 1984.

After substantial losses in previous joint venture operations on cod, the
company changed its joint venture policy and will mainly target on Alaska
Pollock, which is an underutilized specie with far more resources than cod. ~~

The relation between the "Friedrich Busse" and U.S. fishermen is very
good.  No gear conflict ever had taken place.

We hope that the above information will be sufficient in reviewing a
favorable decision to ensure the 1984 German allocations in Alaskan waters.

The following information is supplied to assist your
understanding of the scope and magnitude of our total

joint venture fisheries program. 1In 1984, Marine Resources
Company will enter its seventh year of joint venture
operations. The growth in our joint venture activities
over this period are well known throughout the U.S.
groundfish industry.

As shown in Table 2, our projections for 1984 reveal a
coastwide volume increase of 4%. Harvesting such a large
volume of groundfish is predicated on the participation
of 3 dozen U.S. flag trawl vessels. Gross revenues to U.S.
: fishermen from MRC/JVF related joint ventures will be
ﬁﬁk approximately twenty eight million dollars.

This is a supplement to the application submitted on November 8,
1983.

When this permit was considered at the September council meeting,
the members of the council expressed a desire for our Spanish

fame joint venture partner, Santiago Fuertes, to purchase U.S. pro-

s cessed fish. Mr. Fuertes informed the council of his desire to do
so but asked the council that purchase of U.S. processed fish not
be a requirement of granting the permit. Due to the current state
of the world cod market and, also, the strength of the dollar, Mr.
Fuertes stated that it would be very unprofitable to purchase
U.S. processed fish. However, Mr. Fuertes said that he would
exercise his best efforts to purchase such U.S. product. As a
result of these efforts, Mr. Fuertes has purchased 500,000 pounds
of wet salted cod from the U.S. vessel, Great Pacific. Mr.
Fuertes is negotiating further purchases at this time.

We hereby apply for the approval of a joint-venture between Broedrene
Saetremyr, Norway, and Oceantrawl Corporation.

In this joint-venture, Oceantrawl Corporation will charter the vessel
OLE SAETREMYR, owned by Broedrene Saetremyr, from February 1984 to
December 1984.

For the complete address of the owners of the vessel as well as the
vessel's main characteristics, please consult the attached appendix.

During this joint-venture, Oceantrawl Corporation proposes to use the
vessel to:
A. Fish for 5,000 metric tons (MT) of Pacific Cod and 2,000 MT of
Alaska Pollock
B. Purchase from American fishermen at sea, 5,000 MT of Pacific Cod
and 2,000 MT of Alaska Pollock
C. Reprocess as much Cod as it is economically feasible in domestic
shore plants in the states of Alaska and Washington.
D. Market the product of the joint-venture domestically and internationally.

The proposed joint-venture thus constitutes a first attempt by an American
company to organize and manage a joint-venture which involves, in a single
operation, all three sectors of the U.S. seafood industry, namely; the
harvesting, processing and marketing sectors. In fact, to our knowledge,
other joint-ventures involve only one or two sectors of the U.S. fishing
industry and when they involve the processing sector, they do so by
purchases of U.S. processed fish in a separate operation. In our view,
fish purchases, although helpful in the short term, do not promote long
term American interests.

The harvesting sector will be involved through the purchase of 7,000 MT
of fish, the processing sector will be involved by reprocessing as much
as possible of the product in domestic shore plants. The marketing
